Please ensure that this clip is taken off and that
the hose breathes freely. If you do not take this
clip off, it may do damage to the engine over time.
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A Few Words About Safety

Your safety, and the safety of others, is very important. And operating this motoreycle safely isan
important responsibility.

To help you make informed decisions about safety, we have provided operaling procedures and
other information en labels and in this manual. This information alerts you to potential hazards that
could hux}yuu orothers.

Also be sure to read the Tips & Practice Guide
for the Off-Highway Motorcyclist booklet that
came with your motorcycle (USA only).

Your metorcycle is designed for one person
only, There are no handholds, footrests, ar seat
for a second person--so never carry a
passenger.

Be Alert for Off-Road Hazards

The terrain can present a variely of challenges
when you ride off-road. Continually “read”

the terrain, for unexpected turns, drop-offs,
rocks, ruts, and other hazards. Always keep
your speed low enough to allow time 1o see and
react to hazards.

Ride within Your Limits

Pushinglimits is another major cause of
motorcycle accidents. Never ride beyond your
personal abilities or faster than conditions
warrant, Remember that alcohol,drugs, fatigue,
and inaltention can significantly reduce your
ability to make good judgments and ride safety.




Important Safety Information

Don't Drink and Ride

Alcohol and riding don’t mix. Even one drink
can reduce your ability to respond to changing
conditions, and your reaction lime gels worse
with every additional drink. So dan't drink and
ride, and don'rflet your friends drink and ride
either,

Keep Your Dirt Bike in Safe Condition

Iv's important to keep your motorcyele properly
maintained and in safe riding condition.
Having a breakdown can be difficult,
especially if you are stranded off-road far from
your base. To help avoid problems, inspect
your motorcycle before every ride and perform
all recommended maintenance.

That's why we urge you to read this message
before you let any young person ride this
motorcycle. Off-road riding can be fun. But, as
with riding a bicycle, bad judgment can result
in injury, and we don't want that to happen! As
a parent, you can help prevent accidents by
making good decisicns about if, when, and
how your youngster rides this motercycle.

Riding Readiness

The first decision you'll need to make is
whether your youngster is ready to ride. Riding
readiness varies widely from one person to
another, and age and size are not the only
foclors.

Instruction and Supervision
